Prerequisite: English Composition II.

Course objectives:

-The class will read, analyze, and enjoy several works of American literature from the beginnings to the twentieth century.

Course policies:

-Attendance is required; roll will be taken each class period, both before and after the break.

-Cheating of any sort will not be tolerated. Cheating includes, but is not limited to, talking during a test or quiz, looking at another person's paper, or having notes or materials on or near your person during a test or quiz. If cheating is observed, the student will receive a grade of zero for that assignment, as well as a reduction in the grade for participation.

-Plagiarism is likewise forbidden, and will result in a grade of zero for that assignment. Plagiarism is the use of ideas or words not your own without giving proper credit. (This policy will be explained more thoroughly when the essay assignment is given.)

-Students are expected to maintain a quiet and respectful attitude at all times, in accordance with common decency and proper university atmosphere. In other words, please do not talk while someone else is talking.

-Tests and quizzes must be taken the day they are given. Students should not expect a make-up to be offered.

-Likewise, late assignments will not be accepted.

-The syllabus of the course may be changed somewhat if necessary; if so, you will be given written notification.

Course requirements and grading:
