Course policies:

Four absences will be allowed in the class. Four tardies equals one absence. Use these absences for times that you may be sick or unable to attend class because of an emergency. I do not distinguish between excused and unexcused absences. No exceptions.

Cheating will simply not be tolerated. Cheating of any kind (including plagiarism) will result in a 0 on the assignment and lowering of the final grade one letter. It is also grounds for failure of the entire course. Respect yourself as a human being and do not lower yourself to the baseness that is cheating.

It is imperative that all assignments b turned in їn time. Any tardy work will be reduced one letter grade for each class period it is late. Assignments turned in after they are initially collected are considered late.

To receive a grade in the course, all assignments must be completed. There are four possible grades: A (excellent, 90-100), B  (good, 80-89), C (average, 7g"-79), NC (no credit, not college-level writing, 69 and below).
