Class Policies:

This semester we want to stress writing as a process. If you are asked to bring a thesis statement or rough draft to class, whether you do this will be factored into the final grade of the essay.

Schedule of Class Meetings and Assignments for September and October

Session 1
Introduction

Session 2
Reid "Problem Solving" pp. 268-274, 295-313. Bring a thesis and a rough outline for a problem solving paper. In class, we will prepare the rough draft. Read Dickens pp.1-25.

Session 3
Bring the final draft of the problem solving paper to class along with the rough draft.


Reid "Arguing" pp. 318-330.



Session 4
Read Dickens pp. 26-46. Have all the vocabulary words defined. Bring a strong thesis statement to class for an argument paper. Reid "Arguing" pp. 350-362. Pay close attention to the section on fallacies in logic.

Session 5
Read Dickens pp. 46-73. Be ready for a reading and vocabulary quiz.


Bring a rough draft to class of the argument paper.

Session 6
Turn in the final draft of the argument paper. Read A&B pp. 26-38.

Session 7
Find a newspaper or magazine article in English that may serve as a foundation for your research paper and bring a copy of it to class. In class, we will begin writing an evaluation of the article.

Session 8
Read Dickens pp. 74-109. Define all vocabulary words. Turn in the final draft of the evaluation of the article and a copy of the article.

Session 9
Read Dickens through p. 123. Be prepared for a quiz and be ready to discuss the novel. We'll watch part of the film based on the novel.

Session 10
Find another article, related to the previous article, and bring it to class. In a rough draft, compare/contrast how the authors treat the subject. The focus is on a critical evaluation of the authors' treatments of the subject. Bring this draft to class.

Session 11
Turn in the completed comparison/contrast evaluation paper. Read Dickens to p. 156.

Session 12
Read Dickens through p. 187. Be ready for a quiz on vocabulary and plot. Bring the basic topic for your research paper to class.

Session 13
Turn in a working thesis for your research paper. Read A&B pp. 573-585.


Read Dickens through p. 198.

Session 14
Read Dickens through p. 209. Bring a third source for your research paper to class.


We will summarize the article in in-class writing.

Session 15
We will review the entire research process. Read Dickens though p. 244.

Session 16
Read Dickens though p. 267. We'll discuss the novel and vocabulary in class.

Session 17
Turn in a working outline of your research paper.

Session 18
Read Dickens through p. 284. -Be prepared for some in-class writing.

Session 19
Bring a rough draft of your research paper to class. I want to see what you've done up to this point.
