Goals:

University Study Skills is designed to assist you in making the adjustment to the American system of education and in helping you improve your English skills.  American-style education is not “the right” model of education, but it is the one you have chosen to study under.  Therefore, you should understand its basic assumptions, what it expects of professors, and what it expects of students.   This semester, we will also focus on developing all aspects of your English skills: vocabulary, reading comprehension, writing, listening.  We will also discuss some broader issues relevant to university study: critical thinking, logical fallacies, and basic principles of rhetoric.

Required Materials:  

Dubliners by James Joyce, Penguin Popular Classics.  This collection of short stories by the well-known Irish writer is available at the Ukrainian Education Center (Dovzhenko 16 B, apt. 79; phone 241-8208).  If you purchase your own copy, please use the Penguin Popular Classic.  Much of the vocabulary we learn will come from this text.  

White, A4 size paper with lines.  If your assignments are not turned in on this kind of paper, they will have to be rewritten.  Also, all assignments must have a 2.5 cm margin at the top, bottom, right, and left margins.  

Blue or black pens.  All assignments must either be typed or written in blue or black ink.  Do not use pencils on homework, tests, or quizzes. 

A folder.  We suggest you keep all your papers including this syllabus together in one folder.  If a mistake is made in your final grade, it is your responsibility to prove that it is indeed a mistake.  You must keep the proof.  

A good, English-English dictionary.  The Ukrainian Education Center has dictionaries available for use, but they may not be removed from the center. 
Guidelines:

In our class meetings, we want to foster an atmosphere where the exchange of ideas may occur as each party respectfully listens to different ideas.  Without an environment of respect, cooperation, and politeness, our goals cannot be accomplished.  Any student found unable to function in such a setting will be asked to leave the classroom and will be counted absent for the day.  Only a typewritten letter of formal apology addressed to the instructor and the class signed by the Director will enable the student to be readmitted to the class. 

Four absences will be allowed.  Use these absences for times you are sick or emergencies.  I do not distinguish between excused and unexcused absences.  No exceptions. 

Cheating will simply not be tolerated.  Cheating of any kind (including plagiarism and talking during an exam or quiz) will result in a 0 on the assignment and a lowering of the final grade 15 points.  Any incident of cheating may also be grounds for failure of the course. 

It is imperative that all assignments be turned in on time.  A 20-point penalty is charged to each late paper.  An assignment may be turned in no later than the class meeting following the date the assignment was due.   To receive a grade in the course, every homework assignment must be submitted.
